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Final Report

1. Choose one full-paper (more than 8 pages) from conferences as below.
* Most recent CHI/UIST/IEEE-VR/Siggraph/Siggraph Asia/Haptics Symposium/EuroHaptics

* Avoid presenting the paper that you have already done in your lab.

2. Make LESS THAN 5 minutes presentation video.

3. Upload to YouTube with your account, and submit URL, using the ordinary
report page.
* Choose option “viewable only by who knows the link”

* Reconfirm if the URL is viewable by other people, with your friend. (Every year there
are some who submit dead URL.

4. Deadline is as shown in the web.

Examples of how to make presentation video :
* PPT: “Record slide show”, then, FILE->Export->movie.
e Zoom: Use recording option.

* You may use your smartphone to just take a shot.
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Next week of the deadline, you will receive email containing list of
presentation URLs (10 to 20)

Watch the presentations within that week, and submit your scores
using Google Form that will be prepared.

This process will be repeated three times (depending on the number

of participants.
* This submission of evaluation is considered to be presence/absence of class.
* All scores will be sent to the presenters (anonymized)
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Consider the following evaluation criteria

 Whether the presenter fully understands the contents.

* Whether the slide helps understanding.

* Whether oral presentation supports understanding.

And score from 1 (very bad) to 5 (extremely good). Scoring average
should be 3 to 4, and 5 should be less than 20%.
